Marketing Education Student Agreement

Rules & Expectations



The following is an agreement between the student, parent/guardian and the teacher, Ms. Walker.  By signing this agreement, the student indicates that they understand the following rules and agree to adhere to them throughout the course. 

I agree to:
1) Be Respectful: This class is a little different than other classes.  Teamwork and teambuilding is essential for you to succeed.  You need to lift each other up, motivate and inspire each other ---- NOT knock each other down!!!!  Therefore I agree I will agree do my best to be a team player and be a positive influence to the class.  I will show consideration of others by respecting every person in the classroom, along with all property and equipment. I understand that I need to be cooperative, not disruptive in the class.
2) Be Prepared:  I will bring all necessary classroom materials and/or supplies to class.  I understand that I must have one business professional outfit including shoes and coat to wear during DECA competition(s) and business professional events.  I also understand that I must cover all body piercings and tattoos as well as have a business professional haircut and color to participate in the mandatory DECA competition(s) and professional events.
3) Be Responsible:  I will remember that I am accountable for completing all my classroom assignments, working a part-time job to the best of my ability and attending all the extracurricular events required for this course.
1. Being absent does not excuse you from late or missing assignments.  If you are absent, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to talk with Ms. Walker about missed work.  Students may not make up work for unexcused absences
2. Group assignments are frequently assigned.  If provided the opportunity, CHOOSE YOUR GROUP MEMBERS CAREFULLY.  If a group member is absent or fails to complete their portion of the project, the group is STILL RESPONSIBLE FOR ASSIGNMENTS ON THE DUE DATE.  Students should discuss any problems within group assignments with the teacher BEFORE the due date.     


4) Be Honest: DO NOT LIE TO ME OR TO EACH OTHER.  Your personal character is one possession you have that cannot be taken away from you.  You cannot get rid of it or exchange it for a new one.  Also, it is difficult to fix if it becomes tarnished.  Therefore, I understand that dishonesty is not acceptable.  I understand that copying, plagiarism and cheating will result in a ZERO for assignments as well as the person you are copying from.  Other consequences outlined by school policy will be enforced.
5) Be Alert and Communicate:  I will listen to instructions the first time they are given.  I understand that Ms. Walker is available after class, during lunch and after school to discuss concerns, get answers to questions or ask for help.  Communication with parent(s)/guardian(s) is a key element to student success.  Therefore, parents will be informed about significant classroom activities/events, student achievement and any concerns that may arise.

6) Follow of all School Rules and Policies: I will adhere to all school rules and policies. School defined consequences supersede Ms. Walker consequences.
Consequences:
